Membership criteria 

Business English UK membership is open to English UK members only. In addition, the centre must 

meet the conditions outlined in Business English UK Charter & Constitution and pay the annual 

membership fee.   

 

Membership fee  

The current annual membership fee is GBP1060.80 payable in 12 monthly instalments of 

GBP88.40. For new members joining during the subscription year, membership will be charged on 

the basis of remaining months of the subscription year, starting from the month that membership is 

approved. 

 

How to join BEUK? 

Step 1   You (the candidate school) should complete and return the BEUK Charter & Constitution 
form to BEUK by fax, post or email.  

Step 2   The BEUK Marketing Manager will be in touch with you to schedule a visit. After this visit, a 
brief visit report will be submitted by the Marketing Manager to the BEUK committee to 
complete the membership approval procedure. 

Step 3   You will be informed of the committee’s decision. If your school is approved as a member 
and you agree to pay the membership fee, you will receive an invoice for membership pay-
ment. Membership benefits start as soon as the first instalment or full membership fee has 
been received.

About the School Visit 

The School Visit from BEUK Marketing Manager is a simple quality 

control procedure taken by BEUK. The purpose of the visit is to help 

potential members understand the core value of BEUK as a quality 

organisation, what we do and whether your organisation can benefit 

from its membership.

(preferred but not compulsory)  

 Are you part of ESP SIG of IATEFL? 

 Do you have a senior full-time member of staff with contract re-

sponsibilities for the provision of English for Business and/or 

other professional purposes? If yes, what is his / her name? 

 Is there a separate brochure for business and professional train-

ing courses? If no, is the business and professional training 

courses are presented in a separate and easily identifiable part 

of a general brochure?
